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1. Overall Description:
In RAN2#65 meeting, RAN2 has discussed the possible AS impacts from UE mode of operation defined in TS 24.301v8.4.0 based on R2-091411, R2-091753
.
RAN2 understands that TS 24.301 specifies that a UE in CS/PS mode 1 of operation shall select GERAN/ UTRAN if e.g. the UE failed in registration to CS domain. It also specifies that a UE in CS/PS mode 1 shall not reselect to E-UTRAN if e.g. CS domain is not available in the network.

However, RAN2 already has a network based cell selection/reselection mechanism which is based on the priorities signalled in system information or dedicated signalling. For eNB to determine the priorities to be sent by dedicated signalling, it has been agreed that MME provides Subscriber Profile ID for RAT/Frequency priority (SPID) IE over S1. Moreover, RAN2 understanding is that SPID is sent to the eNB at connection, this can be updated later with a context modification (cf. 36.413). Thus RAT selection/ reselection behaviour required for PS/CS mode1 UE can be facilitated by providing appropriate redirection information and dedicated priorities from network.
Besides, RAN2 thinks the UE based solution may have AS impact since 
· RAT reselection from E-UTRAN is performed by the AS layer. Thus additional RAT selection and reselection based on the NAS procedure requires interaction between AS and NAS. In addition RAT selection/ reselection behaviour required for CS/PS mode1 may conflict with priorities provided from network. This means that RAN2 has to specify the UE behaviour in this case.

 
As stated above, RAN2 would like to avoid having multiple options to solve the same problem and prefers to avoid impacts on AS. 
It should be noted that following comments were expressed from operators:
· If we go for UE based solution, the network may lose the control of idle mode UE mobility in some cases
· If we go for network based solution, if E-UTRAN does not support CS fallback, all the GERAN/ UTRAN and E-UTRAN on the same PLMN needs to implement dedicated priority mechanism
2. Actions:
To CT1:
RAN2 kindly asks CT1 to take the above into account. 

And if CT1 still chooses UE based approach, RAN2 asks if it is possible to reselect E-UTRA if the UE does not find suitable cell neither in UTRAN nor GERAN but if the UE finds E-UTRA suitable cell.
