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1. Overall Description:

When discussing idle mode procedures for the support of hybrid cells in Release 9 at RAN2#65bis meeting, two possible definitions of hybrid cells were proposed:
1) 
hybrid cell as a new type of cell that encompass both CSG cells and normal cells, with hybrid cell being a CSG cell for UEs with its CSG-ID in their whitelist (allowed CSG list), or a regular cell to all other UEs.
2)
hybrid cell as a mode of operation of CSG cells, with hybrid CSG cell being a CSG cell that operates in hybrid access mode (the other access mode of the CSG cell being closed access mode).
The first alternative is inline with Release 8 definitions and does not require any changes: a Release 8 CSG cell remains a CSG cell in Release 9 and the CSG indicator does not need to be changed. The second alternative is not inline with Release 8 definitions: a Release 8 CSG cell becomes a CSG cell operating in closed access mode and the CSG indicator needs to be changed to a closed-mode CSG cell indicator. 
While RAN2 understands that the 2nd alternative is inline with SA1 agreements, the first alternative was preferred to avoid changes to Release 8.
2. Actions:

To TSG SA WG1
RAN2 kindly asks SA1 if compatibility with Release 8 was considered when discussing the definition of hybrid cells and whether the definition as agreed by RAN2 would be acceptable. 
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
