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1. Overall Description:

During RAN2#70bis, RAN2 discussed various contributions related to UTRA ANR. 

RAN2 came to the conclusion that we would use the working assumption that RAN2 ANR procedure shall consist of UE reading/storing and reporting information obtained from System Information and/or physical measurements of a neighbour cell, and that this would be based on UE best effort.

No conclusion has yet been made on the method or RRC state which the UE should use to perform ANR measurements, system information reading, and reporting, in order to minimise end user perceived impact on performance/throughout/power consumption.

RAN2 made the following agreements:
· ANR measurements are under the control of the NW (NW asks UE to perform ANR measurements)

· For Intra-UTRA case we could have dedicated control of ANR measurements

· FFS for inter-RAT case (depending on the method, maybe only the report from UE is needed)

RAN2 discussed what information the UE needs to report to establish the missing neighbor relations, and identified the following scenarios:

· Inter-RAT: GERAN

· Inter-RAT: EUTRAN

· Inter-frequency

· Intra-frequency 

RAN2 identified 2 potential solutions for reporting information about missing neighbor cell relations.

1. Reporting information about a previously camped cell after cell reselection in non-CELL_DCH state (i.e. report old cell information to new cell)

2. Reporting information about a detected neighbor cell while maintaining connection to the serving cell in CELL_DCH state (i.e. report new cell to serving cell).

In order to progress the work in RAN2, RAN3 should identify what information would be beneficial for the UE to report in order for the network to establish the missing neighbor relations for the above scenarios. Furthermore, it would be beneficial for RAN2 to know whether the information to report from the UE would be the same for both of the potential solutions, or if the need for reporting of information and what information to report from the UE would be different, 
2. Actions:

To 3GPP TSG-RAN WG3:  
RAN2 kindly asks RAN3 to take into consideration the agreements made so far by RAN2 in their further discussions, and also inform RAN2 exactly what information would be beneficial for the UE to report to the network for the above scenarios and potential solutions.
