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1. Overall Description
RAN3 would like to inform SA5 that RAN3 decided at RAN3#69 that the RN-Id (Relay Node Identity) and DeNB-Id (DeNB Identity) would be identical. Like for any other eNB, the E-CGI (Global Cell Identity) of the cells of a RN consists of the RN-Id plus 8 bits and similarly the E-CGI of the cells of the DeNB consists of the DeNB-Id plus 8 bits. Since DeNB-Id equals RN-Id it becomes important that no duplication of E-CGI values is created between the cells of the RN and the cells of its DeNB.

RAN3 further took the working assumption at RAN3#69bis that the E-CGI of the RN (Relay Node) cells will be configured by the RN O&M system.

The consequence of these two decisions puts a requirement on the RN O&M system and the DeNB O&M system (which may be from different vendors) to be enough coordinated in the allocation of E-CGIs so that a duplication of E-CGI values don’t happen.

2. Actions 
To SA5: RAN3 kindly ask SA5 to take note of their decisions, to confirm that the O&M requirement it creates is feasible and to fulfil this requirement.
