1. Introduction

It was agreed in RAN5#49 meeting in Shanghai, 15-19 November, to add UTRA Rel-7, 8 and 9  conformance test cases for network initiated secondary PDP context to TS 34.123-1. The test cases will verify both signalling aspects as well as UE uplink packet filtering aspects associated to network initiated secondary PDP context (see [1] for more information). To achieve this then there is a need to add a new UE test function to TS 34.109.

According to RAN5 LS [1] the new “UE test loop mode 4” should be optional for Rel-7 UE and conditional mandatory (mandatory if UE supports network initiated secondary PDP context) for Rel-8 and later release UEs. 

2. Overall Description:

RAN2 agreed in principle Rel-7 and Rel-9 version of the CRs [2] and [4].

About the Rel-8 version, the CR [3] was only technically endorsed and it should be up to RAN plenary to decide on the approval.
3. Actions:

Action to RAN:
RAN2 would kindly ask RAN to decide if the new “UE test loop mode 4” should be optional or conditional mandatory for Rel-8 UEs.
