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1. Overall Description:

RAN2 thanks CT1 for its liaison C1-110757 and CRs introducing the RRC establishment cause “Delay Tolerant” in order to check whether these meet RAN2’s requirements.

During RAN2#73 discussions failed to reach agreement on a complete set of CRs, however RAN2 has prepared a set of technically endorsed CRs which will be handled at RAN#51. 
These CRs include a single CR for LTE in R2-111703 using a new cause value in the RRC Connection request message, and two variants of CR for UMTS. Regarding the solutions for UMTS one solution in R2-111630 introduces a new cause value for the establishment cause and in the other solution in R2-111708 a new IE is introduced in the RRC connection request with dependant behaviour for the use of the existing establishment cause.

It is RAN2s understanding that if the CRs introducing a new cause value for the establishment cause are approved then RAN2 sees no problem with the principle of the CRs forwarded by CT1 in C-1110757. 
However in the case that the approach in CR in R2-111708 is agreed by RAN#51 then RAN2 would like to ask CT1 which value should be set for the existing establishment cause (currently this is left FFS) or whether NAS should provide both values. In the case of both values RAN2 believe CT1 may need to revisit their solution for the UMTS case. 

RAN2 would also like to point out that it has not concluded discussions on the details of the suggested mapping of the NAS procedures to the delay tolerant establishment cause value and may provide an update in future meetings should any change be required.

RAN2 would also like to understand whether NAS can stop using the delay tolerant cause if RAN does not support it.
2. Actions:

To CT1
ACTION: 

RAN2 asks CT1 to take the above details into account and consider preparation of a set of CRs for CT#51 which could be approved upon RAN#51 approving a single set of CRs for 25.331/36.331.
In the case that R2-111708 RAN2 would like to ask CT1 which value should be set for the existing establishment cause (currently this is left FFS) or whether NAS should provide both values. In the case of both values RAN2 believe CT1 may need to revisit their solution for the UMTS case.
