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1 Introduction
This document captures findings found at offline discussion during RAN2#74 on need to introduce “CN Domain Indicator” in UTRA RRC messages that carry “Extended Wait Time.
2 Summary of findings
SIGNALLING CONNECTION  CONNECTION RELEASE REQUEST
The message already contains an IE “CN domain identity”.  This allows UE AS to detect for which CN domain the Extended Wait Time is indented.
RRC CONNECTION REJECT
When UE receives RRC CONNECTION REJECT, UE is in the process of establishing connection with one CN domain.
Option 1a: Specify that Extended wait timer is applicable for the CN domain indicated in RRC CONNECTION REQUEST.

Problem: No problems foreseen

Option 1b: Introduce CN domain indicator in RRC CONNECTION REJECT message. 
Problem:  ASN.1 impact
RRC CONNECTION RELEASE
When UE receives the RRC CONNECTION RELEASE message, UE may have one or two CN domains active. 
Option 2a: Specify that Extended wait timer is applicable for the CN domain indicated in RRC CONNECTION REQUEST

Problem: 
a) Solution not feasible if UE entered UTRA via handover from other RAT. Need to restrict solution to only be used for RRC connections established in UTRA, e.g. “UE behaviour is not specified…”
b) Solution not feasible if the following use case need to be supported: 
“Long-duration RRC connection”, where the “first” CN domain no longer remain established at the point RNC sends RRC CONNRECTION RELEASE (w Extended Wait Time) to UE. 
Option 2b: Specify that Extended wait timer may only be included in RRC CONNECTION REQUEST in case one CN domain is active. 

This could be done by specifying UE behaviour with respect to contents of UE variable ESTABLISHED_SIGNALLING_CONNECTIONS.
Problem:  RRC CONNECTION RELEASE may collide with INITIAL DIRECT TRANSFER sent by UE for a second CN domain. For UE, it looks as if two CN domains are active, and UE cannot know for which CN domain the Extended Wait time is intended.
Option 2c: Introduce CN domain indicator in RRC CONNECTION RELEASE message. 
Problem:  ASN.1 impact, but abovementioned problems are avoided.
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
