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	Reason for change:
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	It has been observed that some UEs in the field did not implement DC-HSDPA in all bands, despite this feature having no UE radio access capability reporting on a per frequency band level. This has caused problems with the operation of the DC-HSDPA feature following inter-band mobility and re-direction at call setup in the field, because the network is unaware that the UE supports DC-HSDPA, and this could drastically reduce the usefulness of the feature to operators. 

A clarification is needed to the specifications to ensure that UE implementations in the future understand what is required to be implemented when indicating support for capabilities that do not have a per-frequency band support indication. 

In RAN2#81 meeting, it was recognized that those UEs are not 3GPP standard compliant. Nevertheless, in RAN#59 it was felt that a clarification in TS25.306 could be useful. 

This clarification is needed for all features that do not have any UE radio access capability reporting on a per-frequency band or band combination level. 
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	The specification is updated to clarify what is required from the UE regarding support in different frequency bands and frequency band combinations when it indicates support for a feature that only has support indicated on a per-UE level. 
Early implementation of this CR by a UE of earlier releases will not cause interoperability issues.
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	UE implementations in the future may implement this incorrect behaviour, and problems with DC-HSDPA operation and possibly other similar features, in the field would persist.

UE radio access capability parameters

In the following the UE radio capability parameters are defined. When using the RRC configuration parameters, UTRAN needs to respect the UE capabilities. Only parameters for which there is a need to set different values for different UEs are considered as UE capability parameters. Therefore, the capabilities that are the same for all UEs, including baseline capabilities, are not listed here.

For each UE radio capability parameter, unless frequency band-specific and/or frequency band combination-specific UE capability signalling is specified, UEs supporting the capability parameter shall support it in all frequency bands and frequency band combinations supported by the UE. 
UTRAN needs to respect the UE capabilities when configuring the RBs. Actions in the UE when capabilities are in conflict with a UTRAN request are specified in RRC.
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
