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1. Overall Description:
RAN2 would like to inform RAN4 about the assumption RAN2 has made when drafting the running CRs for "increased number of carrier monitoring": 

1
The number of scaling factors that can be signalled it 2

2
There is one capability bit for indicating IncMon support in E-UTRAN and one for indicating IncMon support in UTRAN (both in 36.331 and 25.331). The bit covers support of dedicated reselection thresholds and IDLE mode support of IncMon. 

3
An IncMon supporting NW explicitly indicates in dedicated signalling if it wants all carriers to be measured with normal performance.

4
IncMon is optional for the UE to support

Assumptions 1, 2 and 3 are explained in some more detail below: 
Scaling factor signalling

RAN2 assumes to introduce two scaling factors in UMTS and LTE:

LTE Connected Mode:

· SCALING_FACTOR_EUTRA_CONFIG1 (default), SCALING_FACTOR_EUTRA_CONFIG2

UTMS CELL_FACH and CELL_DCH:

· SCALING_FACTOR_UTRA_CONFIG1, SCALING_FACTOR_UTRA_CONFIG2
UE capability signalling

RAN2 assumes two measurement capabilities in both LTE and UMTS for "increased number of carrier monitoring" in REL-12:

· Increased UE carrier monitoring UTRA (36.306, inter-RAT)

· Increased UE carrier monitoring UTRA (25.306, inter-frequency)

· Increased UE carrier monitoring E-UTRA (36.306, inter-frequency)

· Increased UE carrier monitoring E-UTRA (25.306, inter-RAT)
NW control signalling when reduced performance group is zero (connected mode)
RAN2 asumes to introduce NW control signalling for the use case when the NW configures a number of carriers in connected mode (all for normal performance measurements), exceeding the minimum legacy requirement (but not exceeding the new limit for number of carriers to monitor). A UE supporting IncMon measures all configured carriers and requirements are scaled according to the total number of frequencies measured, provided that the NW explicitly configures this new REL-12 “IncMon” behaviour.
