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1. Overall Description:

In the RAN2 WI “Power saving enhancements for UMTS”, one of the objectives is:

· Quick return into power savings (PSM, DRX extensions (within and beyond SFN limit)) (RAN2, RAN3):

· Quick return into PSM mode after data transmission

· Quick return into DRX extensions (within and beyond SFN limit) after data transmission

For the topic of “Quick return into PSM mode after data transmission”, the objective aims to help RNC make reasonable decision of moving UE to idle state after data transmission to enjoy power savings if UE supports PSM mode. Since the support of PSM mode is known only between UE and CN, RAN2 reached the conclusion that an indication of PSM support from CN to RNC during connection establishment phase would be a simple and straightforward way to achieve the objective.
In addition, RAN2 also understood that additional traffic information provided to RNC from CN would also help RNC to make such a decision. RAN2 also learned that similar mechanisms were already agreed for LTE in RAN3, i.e. CN assistance information provided to RAN from CN during initial Context Setup procedure, including “Expected Activity Period”, “Expected Idle Period” and “Expected HO interval”. Hence RAN2 would also like to ask RAN3 to consider if similar mechanisms could be useful for UMTS.

RAN2 respectfully asks RAN3 to take RAN2 agreement and question into account, and work on corresponding CRs if necessary.
