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1. Overall Description:

RAN2 would like to thank RAN4 for their LS on capability to distinguish UE between with or without HTF. From the information provided in the LS, RAN2 introduced a new capability signalling to indicate the supported Rx and Tx performance requirement for a band combination. The supported Rx and Tx performance requirement is indicated by integer value (the maximum is 8) assuming that the corresponding index value is specified in TS 36.101. For reference, the field description of this new UE capability is specified in TS 36.331 as shown below.

	supportedRx-TxPerfReq

Indicates the supported Rx and Tx performance requirement for a band combination. Integer value corresponds to the index of Rx and Tx performance requirements as specified in TS 36.101 [42, 6.2.5A and 7.3.1]. This field shall not be included if the UE supports the Rx and Tx performance requirement without an index as specified in TS 36.101 [42, 6.2.5A and 7.3.1].

With regards to the specification release, RAN2 agreed to introduce this supportedRx-TxPerfReq capability from Rel-12 given that the target scenario is CA up to 5CCs. For Rel-13, RAN2 is working on developing the capability signalling for CA beyond 5 CCs which is expected to be a different signalling format than Rel-12. Therefore, the supportedRx-TxPerfReq capability will be added into the new signalling format from Rel-13.
