	Upper layer of relay UE should know whether the UE is currently allowed to transmit sidelink communication/discovery. In the current TS 36.331, section 5.10.10.2 and 5.10.10.3 specify the condition when UE informs to upper layer that it is configured with radio resources that can be used for relay related sidelink communication/discovery transmission. 

According to the current procedural text, it is clear that upper layer is well aware of the state in which UE becomes allowed to perform sidelink communication/discovery transmission from AS condition point of view, i.e. informing to upper layer upon meeting entry condition for operation is clear from the section 5.10.10.2 and 5.10.10.3.  

However, it seems not clear whether upper layer is also well aware of the state in which UE can no longer perform sidelink communication/discovery transmission (i. leaving condition case), because the current procedural text only seems to only focus on the entry condition for operation.
