2. 
Discussion
In LTE, the RLC SN indicates a SN of RLC Data PDU as defined in the LTE RLC specification:
	6.2.2.3
Sequence Number (SN) field

Length: 10 bits or 16 bits (configurable) for AMD PDU and AMD PDU segments. 5 bits or 10 bits (configurable) for UMD PDU.

The SN field indicates the sequence number of the corresponding UMD or AMD PDU. For an AMD PDU segment, the SN field indicates the sequence number of the original AMD PDU from which the AMD PDU segment was constructed from. The sequence number is incremented by one for every UMD or AMD PDU.


In RAN2#95bis meeting, we agree SO-based segmentation can be used for both segmentation and resegmentation.

=>
 SO-based segmentation can be considered for both segmentation and resegmentation as a baseline in NR user plane to support high data rate. (Does not imply anything about location of concatenation). At least overhead for the low data rate case should be analysed further.

According to the agreement above, the RLC SN in NR is associated to a RLC SDU instead of a RLC Data PDU. This is different from LTE. Therefore we propose:
Proposal  1: A RLC SN indicates a RLC SDU in NR if SO-based segmentation is used for both segmentation and resegmentation.
In LTE, RLC SN length and PDCP SN length are configured independently and may be configured with different values. Since RLC SN indicates a RLC SDU and a RLC SDU is a PDCP PDU, RLC SN and PDCP SN should have the same length. This can simplify the configuration of SN length for RLC and PDCP in RRC. Therefore, we propose:
Proposal  2: RLC SN and PDCP SN have the same length. 
3. Conclusion 
In this contribution we provide proposals below. RAN2 is kindly asked to agree the proposals.

Proposal  1: RLC SN indicates RLC SDU in NR if SO-based segmentation is used for both segmentation and resegmentation.
Proposal 2: RLC SN and PDCP SN have the same length.
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
