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While refining the UTRAN architecture, including the models of the DRNS and the Node B, RAN WG3 has discussed the possibility of having cells with multiple carriers. While it was identified that such a concept has some impact on the RAN WG3 specifications there were a lot of questions raised regarding its feasibility. Such a multi-carrier cell concept may imply that the cell identity (identifying the cell) would be transmitted on at least one of the carriers in the cell, but not necessarily on all carriers. Even though the concept has some impact on the specifications within RAN WG3 it was agreed that this is more an issue for RAN WG2 (and WG1).

RAN WG3 would appreciate the view of RAN WG2 regarding the following issues:

· Can a cell contain more than one carrier or can it only include on carrier?

· Does a carrier have to transmit a BCCH or can there exist carriers without BCCHs’?
