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1. Introduction

The purpose of this contribution is to propose a CN type indicator in the RANAP paging message and to give recommendation regarding co-ordination of this point with RAN WG2 group.

2. Discussion

At the last Iu SWG meeting, concerns were raised as to how Paging Response message could be appropriately directed towards the CN node i.e. MSC or SGSN, initiating the Paging procedure.

It was verbally suggested that a CN type indicator could be inserted into the RANAP Paging message. Assuming that this indicator is passed all along to the UE, it would then be used by this latter to set the CN Discriminator as described in [1] in front of the Paging response message.

When receiving the Paging Response, the CN Distribution function for Non Access Stratum message would remove the CN indicator and an Iu connection would be established towards the relevant CN node.

3. Proposal

It is proposed to incorporate into [2] the following:

Paging procedure description:

The CN node sending the Paging message shall set the CN type indicator according to its own type i.e. MSC or SGSN.

In order to harmonise the coding with the corresponding RRC paging message and the RRC CN Indicator in front of all Direct Transfer messages, it is proposed to inform RAN WG2 about this proposal.
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
