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1 Introduction

This contribution proposes an update of the audit procedure in order to check not only the configured resources and their actual state within the Node B but also the availability of Local Cells in a state when no Cell has been configured previously.

2 Rationale

By the present defined Audit procedure the Audit procedure can only be started when Cells have been previously configured from the RNC. If the Node B is still in a state where the availability of Local Cells have been reported but no cell was configured from the RNC and if in this case a condition occur normally requiring the Audit procedure, the Audit procedure is not applicable. 

By this definition a lack exist which cannot be finished with normal procedures. The Node B has reported the availability of the Local Cell(s) and waits for Cell configuration. The RNC maybe has not received the RESOURCE Status indication message so that no cell can be configured.

The Audit procedure shall therefore be updated in a way that the Audit procedure can be performed even if no cell is configured within the Node B. 

3 Proposal

It is therefore proposed to modify the range of the Cell parameters from 0 .. maxCellinNodeB.
