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TSG RAN WG3 wants to inform SMG2 and CN WG2B, that it came to our intention, that currently a whole specification, i.e. a normative description of interworking rules between BSSAP and RANAP within a combined 2G/3G_MSC, is missing.
This interworking occurs at two scenrios:

· either, a combined 2G/3G_MSC serves both, a BSS and a RNS and, an inter-system handover will be performed or

· a during inter-system inter-MSC handover. There the interworking will be performed by the MSC, that serves the RNS

For the time being, TSG RAN WG3 did no drafting work on that issue, but invites SMG2 and CN WG2B to do joint work with TSG RAN3 to complete R’99 work.

Possibly important items are

· Procedure interworking (e.g. Queuing in GSM and UMTS, Relocation Cancel, etc.), maybe already covered within [1] 

· cause value mapping

· Bearer handling in case of Multicall and subsequent inter-system handover to GSM

· channel-type <-> RAB parameters mapping

· bearer/channel priority handling

Regarding the editorship,  TSG RAN WG3 has no oppinion and leaves the decision to SMG2.
