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Introduction:

TSG GERAN are considering schemes for handling IP multimedia calls, and have proposals outstanding that require some way to identify the RAB (and associated PDP Context) used to carry SIP signalling.

Issues:

After discussions at the GERAN WG2 #5bis meeting, it remained unclear whether or how a RAB intended to carry SIP signalling could be identified at Assignment time. It was decided to ask the experts of RAN WG3 for their opinion on this, as it will assist TSG GERAN in their consideration of the proposed schemes for dealing with IMS calls.

It would be greatly appreciated if the experts of TSG RAN WG3 could answer these questions:

 (i) Is it possible to allow, in the RAB parameters IE included in the RAB ASSIGNMENT REQUEST, including the “Source Statistics Descriptor” in case an interactive RAB is being established ?

(ii) Is it possible to define a new choice for the “Source Statistics Descriptor”, this choice being SIP signalling (seen as an interactive RAB) ?

(iii) Is it possible to unambiguously identify a PDP context being established for SIP signalling with the Information Elements provided in the ACTIVATE PDP CONTEXT REQUEST message?

The proposals TSG GERAN is considering will be discussed at the upcoming GERAN/SA2 Joint Meeting at the end of July, so a rapid response by RAN WG3 if possible would be greatly appreciated.
