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1. Overall Description:

During RAN3 #23, two proposals were discussed with regards to the mechanism to adopt to adjust the timing of a RL when one radio link is shifting out from the UE reception window in soho scenarios. These proposals are within the scope of a Release 5 work item whose background can be found in the technical report 25.878.

The two proposals differ mainly for the fact that one suggests to shift the DL in case of an increase of the DL/UL difference, while the other suggests to shift the UL. See the attached documents for further information.

Below a synthetic outline of the solutions and some related observations that were made during the RAN3 meeting are described:

2. Actions:

ACTION: 
RAN 3 asks RAN1 to investigate the issue, and in particular to kindly give as soon as possible feedback on the following:

· What is the expected impact on UEs for supporting an on demand UL timing change (in addition to autonomous UE UL timing change defined in R99) ?
· It was noticed that UL adjustments could possibly be needed for USTS-capable mobiles while in USTS mode: at this stage of the USTS study, is it expected that only USTS-capable UEs in USTS mode should have the capability to shift the UL timing on command ?
· What is the severity of the loss when moving the DL timing backwards ?
To RAN2 group.

ACTION: 
RAN 3 asks RAN2 to investigate the issue, and in particular to kindly give as soon as possible feedback on the following:

· Is there a solution that is already fully supported by R99 UEs?

· If that is not the case, does RAN2 have a preference for one of the two methods outlined above or any alternative method?
