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1 Purpose
This paper intends to clarify the use of the cause value “Requested Report Type not supported”.

2 Introduction
The ambiguity of the cause value stems from the statement in the procedure text of Location Report:

“If the RNC can not deliver the location information as requested by the CN, the RNC shall indicate the UE location to be "Undetermined" by omitting the Area Identity IE. A cause value shall instead be added to indicate the reason for the undetermined location, e.g. "Requested Report Type not supported". 
“Report type” is not currently an identified IE.

It can be either interpreted as the “Report Area” which corresponds to the type of location information that needs to be reported (i.e. geographical area or service area) or to the “Request type” since the “request type” is included as a reference of the report type that is not supported.

3 Discussion

It is clearly expressed today that when the cause is included in the message ”Location Report” it is in replacement of the “area identity” to indicate that the UE location is “undetermined”.

Therefore, it is not only applicable to the fact that the report area cannot be fulfilled, but is also applicable to the fact that other part of the request cannot be fulfilled.

For example, if the request is to report “upon change of service area” with a “report area” set to “SAI” and if the direct report only is supported with an “area identity” that can be set to “SAI” as well, in this case, the RNC is capable to fulfil the “report area” requirement but still, it does not support the request which was to signal any change of service area.

In this case, it is understood that the RNC clearly indicates the “Requested report type not supported”. If it were not the case, the CN could believe that there is no report because no change of service area occurred whereas in the reality some change of SAI occurred.

Conversely, if the RNC cannot support the direct report, then it should be indicated because the CN cannot know the duration of the positioning calculation.

The case of the “report area” cannot be fulfilled is therefore seen as only one possibility among others to use the cause “requested report type not supported”. It is considered for this case that if for example, the CN asks for direct report with geographical area to be reported and if only SAI can be reported by the RNC, then it will be failed as well without reporting any SAI.

4 Proposal

To remove this ambiguity, it is proposed to rename the cause value more explicitly and accurately by “Requested request type not supported” together with adding some clarification text.

This CR is just seen as a clarification as it is assumed to be the common understanding.
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
