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Introduction

During RAN3 #29, a review of the Release 4 of the NBAP specification took place, essentially in order to correct inconsistencies between the tabular format and the ASN.1. This lead to numerous corrections to the tabular format and, in some instances, to corrections to the ASN.1. The procedure text was also partly corrected. However, the handling of optional IEs (behaviour in case of inclusion of an optional IE or specification of the cases where an optional IE shall be included). This contribution presents how to read the attached document containing the result of the review and in some cases explains the correction.

Presentation

In the attached document, the colours have the following meaning:

Procedure text/IE in tabular format highlighted in Light Blue: These are corrections to the specification that should be made for consistency but are not absolutely necessary.

Procedure text/IE in tabular format highlighted in Yellow: These are corrections to the specification that should be made for consistency but are not absolutely necessary. These are:

· Correction to the IE name used in the procedure text.

· Removal of procedure text for Mandatory/Conditional IEs, when the procedure text does not specify a behaviour.

· Inclusion of procedure text for Optional IEs.

IE in tabular format highlighted in Green: Optional IE for which specification text exist although it does not use the exact name of the IE.

Procedure text highlighted in Red: Conflicting procedure text.

IE in tabular format highlighted in Red: Optional IE for which no specification text exist.

Editorial corrections although in revision marks are not highlighted.

Explanations

Sections 8.2.8 & 8.2.9:

· These sections will be aligned on the corrections made on RNSAP (cf InterDigital contributions).

Section 8.2.13.2:

· The proper IE Name is not used for 3.84Mcps TDD. Furthermore, the IE name is different for 1.28Mcps TDD.

Section 8.2.15.2:

· Local Cell becomes Existing: The presence of the Reference Clock Availability IE is conditional so there is no need of a procedure text to specify when it shall be included.

· Capability Change of a Cell:

· The C-ID IE has a mandatory presence.

· Shall the Resource Operational State and Availability Status IEs always be included? E.g. should the Availability Status IE be included when a Cell becomes "Enabled" after having been "Disabled"?

Section 8.2.17.2:

· DSCH(s):
The TFCI2 Bearer Information Response IE is Optional in the RADIO LINK SETUP RESPONSE message (and its presence is not specified by the procedure text). The Binding Id IE and the Transport Layer Address IE are Mandatory in the TFCI2 Bearer Information Response IE. The proposed correction allows to have a procedure text in line with the NBAP specification principles.

Section 8.2.18.2:

· PDSCH/PUSCH Modification:
The TDD Channelisation Code (LCR) IE is Mandatory in the DL/UL Code Information (LCR) IE.

Section 8.3.1.2:

· Radio Link Handling/Diversity Combination Control:
In the DCH Information Response IE, there is no information (Binding Id and Transport Layer Address IE) about the DSCH(s)/USCH(s) to be established (TDD specification).

· Radio Link Handling/[FDD – Transmit Diversity]:
There is no Diversity Mode IE in the RADIO LINK ADDITION REQUEST so this specification text is to be removed. Furthermore, the usage of the Transmit Diversity Indicator IE is specified by the following paragraph.

Section 8.3.2.2:

· Physical Channel Modification:
The IE name DL DPCCH Slot Format is corrected to DL DPCH Slot Format.

· [TDD – UL/DL CCTrCH Modification]:
The Time Slot (LCR) IE has a mandatory presence, so it is removed from the procedure text.

· General:
There is a conflict between the 2 sentences in the procedure text. This needs to be resolved in order to avoid IOT problems.

Section 8.3.5.2:

· General:
There is a conflict between the 2 sentences in the procedure text. This needs to be resolved in order to avoid IOT problems.

Sections 8.3.8 & 8.3.9:

· These sections will be aligned on the corrections made on RNSAP (cf InterDigital contributions).

Section 9.1.3.1:

· The presence of the CD Sub-Channels Numbers IE is not written in the tabular format (corrected to "O" according the ASN.1). Furthermore, the behaviour on the presence of this Optional IE is not specified in the procedure text.
=> See proposal in Section 8.2.1.2.

Sections 9.1.3.2:

· The IE Name (FACH Parameters and PCH Parameters) is corrected to the one used in the procedure text to avoid confusion.

· The behaviour on the presence of the PCH Power Optional IE is not specified in the procedure text.

Section 9.1.17:

· The presence of the Minimum Spreading Factor Optional IE is not specified in the procedure text.
=> See proposal in Section 8.2.7.2.

Section 9.1.27.2:

· In the CELL RECONFIGURATION REQUEST message, the presence of the DwPCH Information IE is most probably Optional for 1.28Mcps, thus the correction in the Semantics Description of the IE. However, the behaviour on the presence of the DwPCH Information IE needs to be specified in the Cell Reconfiguration procedure text.
=> See proposal in Section 8.2.13.2.

Section 9.1.32:

· The presence of the Common/Dedicated Channels Consumption Law Optional IEs is not specified in the procedure text.
=> See proposal in Section 8.2.15.2.

Section 9.1.40.2:

· The presence of the DCH Information Optional IEs is not specified in the procedure text.

Section 9.1.42.1:

· The behaviour on the presence of the Allocation/Retention Priority Optional IE for DCHs to modify is not specified in the procedure text.
=> See proposal in Section 8.3.2.2.

Section 9.1.42.2:

· The behaviour on the presence of the TPC CCTrCH List IE is not specified in the procedure text.

· The behaviour on the presence of the Allocation/Retention Priority Optional IE for DCHs to modify is not specified in the procedure text. 
=> See proposal in Section 8.3.2.2.

Section 9.1.62:

· The semantics description of the PUSCH To Add LCR IE is corrected to be in line with the Semantics of the other such IEs (PDSCH To Add (LCR) and PUSCH To Add).

Section 9.1.64:

· The presence of the Unsuccessful DL/UL Shared Channel Set Optional IEs is not specified in the procedure text.

Section 9.1.83:

· The presence of the CSB Transmission/Measurement Id Optional IEs is not specified in the procedure text.

Conclusion

It is proposed to correct the specification as shown in the attached document in several instances. In instances where there is no proposed correction, it is asked to companies to consider correction of the specification and make proposals during the meeting.
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
