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1. 
Overall Description

SA2 identified that a reporting functionality may be required from UTRAN/GERAN to core network on reporting radio resource usage information. SA2 would like RAN2, RAN3, GERAN2 and SA1 to consider such a requirement. This liaison statement aims to ask RAN2, RAN3 and GERAN2 to comment on a functionality that reports radio resource usage information from UTRAN/GERAN to Core Network or to OAM for providing statistics for network management purpose. Furthermore, this LS aims to asks SA1 and SA5 for providing guidance on whether the collection of radio resources usage information (e.g. number of cells, operation mode per cell (ptp or ptm)) are required for content provider charging purposes or for network management only.

For example, in a roaming case, it could be imagined that the VPLMN operator might charge the HPLMN operator on a model like the number of point to point links plus the number of point to multi-point links. 

Operator may use the radio resource usage information to judge radio network efficiency and to generate charging information for inter-operator accounting. 
2. Actions 

To RAN2, RAN 3 & GERAN2 

SA2 kindly ask RAN2, RAN3 and GERAN2 to comment on the feasibility of reporting functionality from UTRAN/GERAN to report radio resource usage information to Core Network or OAM. 

To SA1 and SA5

SA2 would like to ask SA1 and SA5 to provide guidance whether the radio resource usage information is intended for network management and/or charging purposes. And, to consider an addition of such requirements to their respective specifications if necessary.
