Introduction

SA2 would like to thank RAN WG3 for their LS (S2-032333 R3-030896) on RAN assumptions for MBMS. SA2 would like to inform RAN2 and RAN3 of the following progress for the SA2 TS:
UE Link:

SA2 has updated its TS to describe provision of the UE Link (MBMS service(s) the UE has joined) to UTRAN when the UE moves to PMM-CONNECTED and sets up a RAB or when the UE joins an MBMS Service and is in PMM-connected due to an existing PS RAB. This can happen at any point in time during Service Availability (i.e. before, between and after Sessions).
Registration procedure:

The Bearer Request procedure previously described in the MBMS TS and providing both registration and bearer plane establishment procedures has been changed to be only a registration procedure, and used only by DRNCs. The Iu bearer plane is normally established via the Session Start procedure.

Session Attributes via the Iu interface:

SA2 has updated its TS to describe that Session attributes are always provided via the Session Start message transferred over the Iu interface (also to registered DRNCs).

SA2 would like to inform RAN3 of a SGSN simplification described in the TS: the SGSN will send Session Start to all its RNCs/BSCs.

Multicast Area:

On RAN3 question on how the Multicast Area is defined, a working assumption has been done in SA2 that a Multicast Area is equivalent to a set of MBMS Service Area used in the RNC to decide in which cell it can send MBMS data. A MBMS Service Area to cover the whole PLMN has to be defined.

Duration of MBMS session:

On RAN3 question on the duration of the MBMS Session, SA2 would like to clarify that there is no way to determine a real average of session durations. SA2 expects that sessions will not in general be very short.
