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1. Overall Description:

RAN3 would like to inform SA5 that it has started the work on the Work Item "Subscriber and Equipment Trace in UTRAN". The Work Item sheet approved at the last TSG RAN Plenary meeting is attached to this LS (RP-030355).

According to the Work Item Description, RAN3 agreed to the following requirement:

"For Management Activation in the UTRAN, the solution shall not rely on providing systematically the IMEI or IMEISV for each Iu signalling connection".

This requirement is not in line with § 5.3.2 of TS 32.421 where it is stated that "The Trace Recording Session can start only when the IMSI (in case of subscriber trace), the IMEI / IMEISV (in case of MS trace) or public ID (in case of IMS) is made available in the NE. In order to trace the early phases of the call the IMSI (in case of subscriber trace), the IMEI / IMEISV (in case of MS trace) or public ID (in case of IMS) shall be made available to the NE as soon as practically possible. E.g. the IMSI and IMEI / IMEISV shall be made available to both Serving RNC and Drift RNC."

Up to now, two solutions have been presented in RAN3 that fulfil this requirement. However, some concerns were raised on one of the solutions that can only be answered by SA5 expertise. The solution is described in the attached document R3-031205. It was questioned whether this solution would work in a multi-vendor environment within the scope of Rel-6, knowing that the interface between the Element Manager and the Network Element is not standardised in that Release.

2. Actions:

To SA5 and SA5 SWG-D:

ACTIONS: 

1. RAN3 would like SA5/SA5 SWG-D to take into account the feedback provided on requirements present in TS 32.421.

2. Furthermore, RAN3 would like SA5/SA5 SWG-D to provide feedback on the solution attached in R3-031205.
