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1. Introduction

This contribution intends to do the following:

· Correction the inconsistency of the presence of Traffic Class IE between tabular and ASN.1
· Modification the presence of Traffic Class IE
2. Background
The Traffic Class IE of RNSAP was introduced in RAN3#26, CR473r2[1]. This was included in 25.423v5.0.0. The presence of the Traffic Class IE in some places were however changed in the e-mail RNSAP reviewing after RAN3#39 meeting(It was the reviewing of the draft v3.8.0). The changes were only done in tabular but not in ASN.1 so today spec remains inconsistency between tabular and ASN.1. 

3. Inconsistency
The inconsistency are shown below.

In sub clause 9.2.2.4A DCH FDD Information, the presence of the Traffic Class IE is “O” while it is “PRESENCE mandatory” in DCH-FDD-SpecificItem-ExtIEs RNSAP-PROTOCOL-EXTENSION  of ASN.1.

In sub clause 9.2.2.13A DSCH FDD Information, the presence of the Traffic Class IE is “O” while it is “PRESENCE mandatory” in DSCH-Specific-FDD-Item-ExtIEs of ASN.1.
When further investigating the reason of the change during e-mail reviewing after RAN3#39 meeting, it was pointed out by one of the contributor that the Traffic Class IE should be optional because it is in the Extension Container. This was agreed and reflected in R3-031875 (Update of R3-031843).
4. Proposals
Proposal 1) It is proposed to correct the ASN.1 i.e. change from “PRESENCE mandatory” to “PRESENCE optional”. The reason is the following.

· It has been agreed in the e-mail reviewing after RAN3#39 that the Traffic Class IE should be optional as it is in the Extension Container.

· It can be understood from the “reason for change” in original proposal [1] that the presence is more optional than mandatory.
Based on these reasons, the following is further proposed.

Proposal 2) It is proposed to correct the Traffic Class IE to optional where its presence is mandatory in the spec today.

The proposed CRs are in R3-040715 and R3-040716.
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
