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1 Purpose

The purpose of this paper is to complete the clarification attempted at RAN3#41 on the data volume reporting at RAB modification that had been put on hold waiting for the feedback from SA2 and SA5.

2 Correction:
Further to the questions raised by RAN3 at RAN3#41, SA5 has clearly given the following directions for the specification of data volume reporting at RAB modification:
· from R99 onwards, data volume is confirmed reported in RAB Assignment Response (RABs to be released) or Iu Release Complete.

· The intermediate report of unsent data volume by the RNC in a RAB Modification Response (RAB Assignment Response, successful RAB setup or modified) is not confirmed and seen also as not a direction in which to go for the coming release(s).  

· To the opposite, the start or stop of data volume reporting at RAB modification was seen as possible even if not part of release 5 specification. Since release 5 is frozen, it can be specified for release 6, similarly to the intent indicated by SA5 in the liaison, provided that this addition is made in a backwards compatible manner.

The first& second points deserve a R99 clarification as explained in Nortel paper R3-040368 at RAN3#41 but can be achieved with a clarification CR of R5 specification as usually done to skip R99&R4 CRs at this stage. 
The third point could lead to a release 6 CR.

3 Conclusion and proposal

Nortel therefore proposes three CRs for this topic.

One R5 clarification CR to lift the current ambiguities in RANAP together with its ‘mirror’ R6 CR,
One R6 CR to discuss the possible addition of the start/stop data volume reporting function at RAB Modification.
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
