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1. Overall Description:

TSG RAN WG3 has noticed that in version 6.7.0 of TS29010 the BSSMAP cause "no radio resource available" in the HANDOVER FAILURE message is mapped to the RANAP cause "relocation failure in target CN/RNC" of the RELOCATION PREPARATION FAILURE message in 3g/2g handovers. 

It is the understanding of RAN3 that this is due to historical reason when the "no radio resource available in target cell" was not existing in RANAP, and it was forgotten when the alignment was realized in year 2004 in the 2g/3g direction (see LS in tdoc R3-041241 answer to N4-040260):
Item 4. HO 2g-3g

The TS29010 mapping that was indicated in N4-040172:

"No Radio Resources available in target cell" maps to "No Radio Resource available".  

Should be kept.

Therefore, in order to align with GERAN in a symmetrical way, as was done through R3-041241 for the cause 'traffic load in target cell higher than load in source cell', RAN3 kindly ask CT4 to update TS29010 by mapping the BSSMAP cause "no radio resource available" of the HANDOVER FAILURE message onto the RANAP cause "no radio resource available in target cell" of the RELOCATION PREPARATION FAILURE message for the 3g/2g handovers scenario.

TSG RAN3 kindly ask TSG CT4 to complete the work initiated at RAN3#43 and proceed with the above described alignment.
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
