1. Overall Description
GERAN2 would like to thank CT4 for their LS on MBMS Service Area Identity semantic definition (C4-060791) and provide a feedback on the issues raised by CT4. 

As requested by CT4, GERAN2 has reviewed the CR (C4-060790) attached to the above LS and would like to highlight the following points:

1. the maximum number of MBMS Service Area Identities that can be defined in the BM-SC being equal to 65536 is perfectly in line with GERAN2 requirements already reported in their LS on GERAN Assumptions on common MBMS Information Elements (GP-042909), leading the length of the MBMS Service Area Identity to be equal to 2 octets and the maximum number of MBMS Service Area Identities that can be sent in an MBMS Service Area Identity List to be equal to 256;
2. the semantic description of the MBMS Service Area IE provided by RAN3 (in 3GPP TS 25.413, sub-clause 9.2.3.41) should be included;

3. the definition of the MBMS Service Area Code with value 0 denoting the whole PLMN as an MBMS Service Area and being assigned by the BM-SC should be included as well.   

In their previous Reply LS on Alignment of IE encoding for MBMS (G2-060207) GERAN2 has already asked CT3 to proceed with the inclusion of the above semantic description in 3GPP TS 29.061 together with the above definition, as intended by CT3 in their Reply LS on Alignment of IE encoding for MBMS (C3-060139).
GERAN2 does not however see any specific problem if CT4 proceeds with the inclusion of the above points in 3GPP TS 23.003, provided that a reference is still kept in 3GPP TS 29.061 for the MBMS Service Area Identity IE.

In that respect, GERAN2 would also like to take this opportunity to highlight that a number of MBMS related IEs, currently included in TSG GERAN specifications (like MBMS Service Area Identity List, MBMS Session Identity, MBMS Session Duration and MBMS Session Repetition Number), already includes reference to 3GPP TS 29.061, whilst they do not refer to 3GPP TS 23.003. In such a case as well, GERAN2 does not see any problem if any of them are defined by CT4 in 3GPP TS 23.003, provided that a reference is still kept in 3GPP TS 29.061 for any of them.
