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1 Introduction

Over S1 and X2 identities assigned by eNB and MME are used to define to which UE a message is associated. For S1 these identities are defined in 23.401 with assigned names. These names and definitions are used in 36.413.
For X2 there are yet no definitions of the identities, but identities exist in tabular format and procedure text.
2 Align ID naming convention between S1 and X2 
The names used for S1 identities are defined in 23.401: eNB S1-AP UE Identity and MME S1-AP UE Identity these names are also used in 36.413.
The names for X2 identities used in 36.423 are: Source eNB UE Context ID and Target eNB UE Context ID.
For clarity and readability the naming of S1 and X2 identities should follow the same principle as their purpose and usage are the same for the two interfaces.
To avoid spending time in naming discussions in the RAN3 group it is proposed that the editors of 36.401, 36.413 and 36.423 agree on a naming convention and update their documents accordingly.
If the naming convention preferred by RAN3 and the editors differs from the names used in 23.401, an LS need to be sent to SA2, to ask them to align the naming defined in 23.401.

3 Proposal
It is proposed that RAN3 gives the task to the editors of 36.401, 36.413 and 36.423 to decide a common principle for naming of the S1 and X2 identities. 
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
