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1. Overall Description
RAN3 would like to inform SA5 that they have agreed on a couple of requirements concerning the O&M of the Home eNB. RAN3 would like to share them with SA5 as according to the joint RAN3-SA5 adhoc SA5 is responsible for the O&M architecture. 

For software/configuration download:
Requirement number one: the home eNB shall not have to maintain a permanent connection to the O&M system.
Requirement number two: the home eNB shall be the initiator of the connection towards the O&M system for initial configuration/software download.  

Requirement number three: the requirement number two should apply as well for new/modified software/configuration to be downloaded.

Note1: it is FFS how the home eNB determines that a modified software/configuration is available.

Note2: it is FFS if the software/configuration file depends on the location of the home eNB.

For real-time alarm/event reporting:
Requirement number four: the home eNB is not required for real-time alarm or event reporting but may instead use periodic reporting. The home eNB should offer a storage capability for this.

Requirement number five: the home eNB shall be able to set up a temporary connection with the O&M system when it uses the periodic notification of non real-time alarms and events. 

Requirement number six: the home eNB shall be configured with the storage period from the O&M system in relation with its supported capabilities. 

2. Actions
To RAN2: 
RAN3 kindly asks SA5 to take into account the above requirements identified during RAN3#57 for the home eNB in their O&M architecture design.
