Introduction 

During SA5#57 in Sophia Antipolis a CR on 32.421 (S5-080241) was agreed. This agreed SA5 CR claifies that in order to get a globally unique Trace Reference it should be made up of Country, Operator, and trace ID. 

Assuming that Country (MCC) and Operator (MNC) should be represented as the PLMN identity which requires 3 octets, then there is no bits left for the Trace Id part since the current size of the Trace Refence is 3 octets.

2
Discussion
At the previous RAN3 meeting a proposal to change the Trace reference from 3 to 6 octets was discussed [1 and 2]. The proposal was to just add 3 octets for the MCC and MNC. 

During the discussion at RAN3#59 it was mentioned that there was additional parameters that could be sent together with the trace reference and it was proposed to make the trace reference even longer in order to not remove any possibilities for implementations. 

The following IEs could be included in a 25.413 CN INVOKE TRACE message:

· Trace Reference (2..3 octets)

· UE Identity (8 octets)

· “Trace Propagation Parameters” that includes a “Trace Recording Session Reference” (2 octets), “Trace Depth” and “List Of Interfaces To Trace”. 

The information elements that would identify a specific trace recording would be the “Trace Reference” and the “Trace Recording Session Reference”. This means that 5 octets could be used as a reference to a particular trace recording. 
3
Proposal
It is proposed to:

1. Maintain the implementation possibilities from WCDMA by adding 2 octets to the current Trace Reference in LTE.

2. Making the Trace Reference in LTE Globally unique by adding 3 octets. 
Hence, we propose to agree to the CRs in [3] and [4] where the Trace Reference is changed to 8 octets.
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
