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1. Overall Description:

RAN3 would like to thank CT1 about their liaison regarding access control for CSG cells. 

RAN3 agrees that CT1’s approach of having access control in the MME is the appropriate with the HeNB.

However, RAN3 has a concern to apply similar principle for the release-8 HNB architecture, as this architecture needs to take into consideration support for the pre-release 8 legacy UEs in the already deployed legacy core network entities.

The approach proposed by RAN3 is that the HNB-GW shall perform access control and HNB may perform access control, e.g., to minimize the signalling overload from a large number of the pre-release 8 UEs to the legacy core network, as the legacy UEs which do not understand CSG can try to register and camp on the CSG cells.

RAN3 acknowledges that in the future releases, access control for HNB can be aligned with that for HeNB because release-8 and later UE would understand CSG and avoid trying to register and camp on closed CSG cells unless the UE belongs to the CSG.

RAN3 kindly asks CT1 group to acknowledge RAN3’s concerns about CSG access control for HNB in Release 8 and note the RAN3’s agreement on having CSG access control for HNB in either HNB GW and/or HNB in Release 8.
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
