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1. Overall Description:

CT1 would like to thank RAN3 for their LS R3-082867 on UE-EPC signalling, and RAN2 for their LS R2-085954 on Paging cause in TS36.331. 
In LS R3-082867 RAN3 asks whether CT1 sees the need for the MME to establish the default/dedicated bearers and AS security during SMS or CS fallback in idle mode. During the discussion in CT1 it was commented that the question does not only apply to the case of paging but also to the MO case. With current stage 2 description, CT1 has the understanding that the default and the dedicated bearers will always be established when the UE goes from IDLE to CONNECTED mode. This includes the case of SMS and CS fallback in IDLE mode.

Thus, with current stage 2 description, no specific paging cause would be required in the S1AP protocol and the RRC protocol.
