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1. Overall Description:

SA1 likes to thank SA2 for their LS on "Guidance for ARP Values".
SA1 have discussed this issue and concluded the need to have more than just the three values available when it comes to EPC. 
These three values were intended for differentiation of subscribers while the criteria for that are left up to the operator's discretion (e.g. premium, ordinary and prepaid).
The three values were sufficient for pre-EPC PLMNs where still CS was available and, for example, emergency calls could make use of the prioritization mechanisms available in CS. However, when there is no CS domain also emergency calls have to make use of the EPC thus necessitating additional priorities on top of the existing ones.
On top of that SA1 likes to point out that the ARP parameter shall be able, on operator's discretion, to enable and control the pre-emption of allocated resources e.g. for ongoing calls. Pre-emption could be required e.g. for emergency calls but might not be desired in the case of e.g. premium vs ordinary subscribers. SA1 assumes that 15 priority values offer enough means for differentiation for this function in EPC.
