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1. Overall Description:

RAN3 would like to notify RAN4 on the progress of the study on the extension of the number of the antenna operating bands up to band LXIV in UTRA and 64 in E-UTRA.
RAN3 is aware that RAN4 has endorsed the new operating bands, namely band 16,17,18 and 19.

The following are the agreement achieved in RAN3:

1. E-UTRAN is added as the scope of Iuant specification series.

2. Only FDD band will be updated in the Iuant specification series.

   This due to the fact that there was no necessity to support TDD in Iuant specification in UTRAN, and the same policy is kept for E-UTRAN.
However, if the support of TDD band in Iuant is needed in the future, it would be possible to support it by appropriate coding and bit extension.
3. The field for operating band number in IuantAP is extended from 16 bits to 32 bits.
4. RAN3 has implemented the newly defined band into the IuantAP specification.
