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1. Overall Description:

CT1 would like to thank RAN2 and RAN3 for their LS on Relay Architecture Aspects (R2-095331/C1-094877). 

CT1 studied the relay architecture alternatives described in the attachments to the LS from RAN2 and RAN3. 

RAN2, RAN3 had asked CT1specifically to comment on question 3:

In Alternative 4, the Un radio bearers carrying UE bearers are managed by the DeNB and do not have corresponding RN EPS bearers and, hence, are not under the control of the EPC. Does SA2 and CT1 has any concern about this bearer model?
CT1 would like to provide the following answer:

CT1 did not identify any specific issues with alternative 4, however, CT1 would like to express the expectation that the interface between AS and NAS and the services provided to NAS by the AS – as known from Rel-8 and Rel‑9 – will not be affected by the introduction of a relay architecture.
E.g., independent of the chosen architecture alternative, the AS shall provide reliable in-sequence delivery of NAS messages, both between User-UE and User-UE's MME and between Relay-UE and Relay-UE's MME.
