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	In RAN3 #66bis meeting, it was clarified that the event leading to a RRC Re-establishment is not only RLF, and RLF shares RRC cause value with other events, so the eNB sending the RLF INDICATION message cannot know if the C-RNTI is from a cell where an RLF or other failure event occurred.
