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1. Overall Description
RAN3 would like to inform SA2, CT4 and CT1 that RAN3 have discussed of the eNB handling when receiving the value zero over S1 interface from the EPC for the UE AMBR (Aggregate Maximum Bit Rate which is received for all the non-GBR bearers) or for the MBR/GBR (Maximum/Guaranteed Bit Rate received for one GBR bearer).

More precisely, RAN3 is not certain whether the eNB should consider as an error to receive over S1 one or a combination of the following values equal to zero:
· UE AMBR Downlink for all non-GBR bearers (would mean that all DL APN MBR were received at zero) (1)
· UE AMBR Uplink for all non-GBR bearers (would mean that all UL MBR were received at zero) (2)
· Downlink MBR for one GBR bearer (3)
· Uplink MBR for one GBR bearer  (4)
· Downlink GBR for one GBR bearer (5)
· Uplink GBR for one GBR bearer  (6)
RAN3 noted that for UMTS the value zero were not allowed for (1), (2), (3), (4).
2. Actions 
To SA2 & CT4 & CT1: RAN3 kindly ask SA2 & CT4 & CT1 to provide feedback on which values/ combination of values should be treated as an error in LTE if received at zero by the eNB.
