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1. Overall Description:

RAN3 would like to thank SA2 for their LS (R3-101991/S2-103098) on support for Priority for terminating sessions for MPS. RAN3 had discussed the necessity of priority indication in S1-AP messages for prioritised handling of MPS. 
RAN3 understands the necessity of priority indication in the S1-AP PAGING message for prioritising MPS MT sessions, and does not see any concern about adding a new indication in the paging message. 
However, for other S1-AP messages e.g. prioritising radio resource in CS fallback, RAN3 is of opinion that the existing indication defined in the Rel-9 specifications, i.e.”CSFB-High Priority” in S1-AP messages and E-UTRAN to UTRAN transparent container that was specified for emergency call purpose, can be used to prioritise for MPS users. Therefore, RAN3 does not see the necessity to introduce a new indication for this purpose.
