1. Introduction

In RAN WG3 #69 meeting, it is agreed to have direct X2 and X2-GW based solutions standardized for HeNB-to-HeNB Handover scenario. In the X2-GW based approach, it is assumed that there is an X2AP connection between a HeNB GW and a HeNB. Then X2 handover messages are exchanged between a source HeNB and a target HeNB via the HeNB GW. In this contribution, an issue of X2 setup between the HeNB GW and the HeNB is presented and a simplest solution is proposed.
2. Discussion
2.1 X2 setup procedure
During the X2 Setup procedure, two eNBs exchange their operational parameters as shown below. Here one remarkable point is that at least one served cell information shall be included in X2 Setup Request or X2 Setup Response.

2.2 X2 setup between HeNB GW and HeNB
In order to realize X2 GW based handover, the HeNB and the HeNB GW are supposed to establish X2 connection after S1 setup. However, the HeNB GW does not have any actual cell, so it is not clear how to set the served cell information in X2 setup message from the HeNB GW. 

Issue: how does the HeNB GW set its served cell information?
One may think that the simplest solution would be to allow HeNB GW to use fake served cell information which satisfies the protocol requirement.
3. Conclusion and Proposal
In this contribution, an issue of X2 setup between the HeNB GW and the HeNB is presented and a simplest solution is proposed as below.
Issue: how does the HeNB GW set its served cell information?
· Solution: a set of fake served cell information is included in X2 setup message from the HeNB GW.
We would like to ask RAN WG3 to discuss the issues and take the proposed solution into account.
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
