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1. Overall Description
RAN3 has reviewed the SA2 CRs to introduce eMPS and noticed that SA2 has included the paging “priority indicator” over S1 in both the intra-LTE scenario and the CSFB scenario. RAN3 understands that this allows to overcome eNB overload situations in all these scenarios because eNB is able to discriminate the paging requests based on this indicator and discard non-MPS requests preferably. 
RAN3 agrees on this solution and has further discussed the suitable definition and coding of this S1AP paging “priority indicator”. After discussion, RAN3 has decided to reuse the ARP (Allocation Retention Priority) to discriminate paging messages in order to have a solution that is generic, future-proof and efficient because free of vendor-dependent eNB interpretations.
