	The current text in 36.413 specifies that the eNB, when decoding the  E-RABs Subject to Forwarding List IE contained in the S1AP Handover Command message, shall consider following scenarios as abnormal scenarios:

1) Transport Layer Address and GTP TEID are present for one direction only (UL or DL)
2) Transport Layer Address and GTP TEID are absent for both directions UL and DL
We believe that current text is not correct. The table below is an attempt to identify “good” and “bad” combinations of GTP tunnel addresses that an eNB may receive.
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While combinations 1, 2, and 3 are normal cases, the remaining combinations are abnormal.
The current CR intends to clarify that only case 16 should be considered as logical error at the receiving node.
In addition, we propose to clarify that eNB does not need to always terminate the Downlink S1 CDMA2000 Tunneling Procedure as logical error in case logical error occurs (e.g. in case of  eCSFB data forwarding is not needed when Handover towards 1xRTT is triggered).

	
	

	Summary of change:

	Text procedure has been added to clarify the eNB behaviour with regard to the handling of E-RABs Subject to Forwarding List IE when receiving Handover Command. In particular it is clarified that eNB should consider as a logical error only the case when both Transport Layer Address and GTP –TEID are missing  for both DL and UL directions while a RAB id is contained in the list. 
In addition, text procedure has been amended to clarify the eNB is not mandated to terminate the Downlink S1 CDMA2000 Tunneling Procedure when logical error as specified in 8.8.4 occur.

If the eNB receives at least one E-RAB ID included in the E-RABs Subject to Forwarding List IE without at least one valid associated tunnel address pair (in either UL or DL), then the eNB shall terminate the procedure as a logical error. A GTP tunnel address pair is considered valid if both the GTP-TEID IE and the Transport Layer Address IE are present.

Abnormal Conditions

If the eNB receives at least one E-RAB ID included in the E-RABs Subject to Forwarding Items IE without any associated DL GTP-TEID and DL Transport Layer Address pair in the DOWNLINK S1 CDMA2000 TUNNELING message, it may terminate the procedure as a logical error.

The eNB shall ignore the UL GTP-TEID IE and/or UL Transport Layer Address IE in the E-RABs Subject to Forwarding Items IE, when the IEs are included in the DOWNLINK S1 CDMA2000 TUNNELING message.
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
