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1. Overall Description:

RAN3 would like to inform CT4 that RAN3 has discussed an issue that may consequently have a heavy impact on the system when PDCP buffer is temporary overflowing. RAN3 discussed a possibility to introduce a Congestion Indication in GTP-U [TS29.281] for the optimization to alleviate the congestion in eNB. RAN3 would therefore like to ask CT4 to evaluate to introduce such indicator in their GTPv1-u specification.
RAN3 agreed the mechanism for this purpose should be as simple as possible. RAN3 then reached an agreement that the mechanism is such as the following:

-the Congestion Indication is per TEID.

-the S-GW when receive Congestion Indication shall delay the downlink packet forwarding to the eNB for a configurable time; 
-the S-GW resume forwarding packets to eNB after a configurable timer expire.

RAN3 would kindly ask CT4 to issue a CR for this purpose.
RAN3 also discussed a possibility to apply such congestion indication in S5/S8 interface, however since S5/S8 is rather CT4 area therefore RAN3 would like to give this study to CT4.
