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1. Overall Description:

3GPP has introduced the possibility that in the course of SRVCC mobility, if PS bearers failed to be established at the target UTRAN side due to resource limitations within UTRAN, the voice bearer is still handed over successfully.
RAN3 has discussed a scenario where it is actually not the UTRAN facing resource limitations but the target SGSN would see a need to dis-allow handing over existing PS bearers.
RAN3 has consulted various specifications under the control of SA2 and CT4 and was not able to draw any conclusions on which of the following scenarios are stage2 assumption when the target SGSN decides not to establish the all PS bearers during the SRVCC with PS HO;

A) The target SGSN first contact the target UTRAN via Iu-ps to ask for the establishment of resources by means of the RANAP Relocation Resource Allocation procedure and reports the failed handover within the Forward Relocation Response message even when the target SGSN has already determined that the all PS bearers shall not be established, or
B) The target SGSN stops any signalling when it has determined that the all PS bearers shall not be established, and the target SGSN reports back immediately to the requesting CN that the handover has failed without sending any RANAP signalling, e.g. RANAP Relocation Resource Allocation procedure.

The currently specified behaviour of the UTRAN if RELOCATION REQUEST messages are expected via the Iu-cs and Iu-ps interface is such, that the UTRAN would fail the overall relocation process if one of the messages is missing. This is because the UTRAN is informed within the Source RNC to Target RNC Transparent Container about the to be expected number of Iu instances and this functionality is specified since Release 99 and shall therefore not be changed. The RELOCATION REQUEST message also has to include at least one RAB into the RABs To Be Setup List since Release 99.

RAN3 asks SA2 which of the above scenario is stage2 assumption if the target SGSN rejects the establishment of all PS bearers during the SRVCC while taking into account the currently specified UTRAN behaviour.
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
