1 Introduction
At RAN3 #74, it has been agreed to add TAC information to the neighbours’ neighbour information. The main reason is enhancement to the ANR procedure and avoiding unnecessary measurements and signalling at UE side. Full discussion and motivation for the proposal can be found in [1]. The corresponding CR however has not been agreed formally and needed small corrections, which are proposed here.
2 Discussion
TAC information for own neighbours is known. Initially it has been therefore proposed to make it a mandatory IE in the Neighbour Information list. That, however, would not be backward-compatible, so the IE must be optional. This in turn, may create the need to describe its usage in the text part of the specification. 

In the attached CR [2] it is therefore proposed to add a single sentence to the text description of the affected procedures that explains the TAC shall be included in the list.
3 Summary

In this paper the update of the agreed in principle CR is presented and needed changes to the original version explained. It is therefore proposed to agree the CR.
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
