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1. Introduction

The UE in Cell PCH/URA PCH state can also perform cell reselection to E-UTRA, as discussed in Rel-11 enhancement for mobility from CELL_FACH to E-UTRA. In this document, we would like to discuss the detail of Iu Release procedure when cell reselection from UTRA connected mode is performed.
2. Discussion

When the UE performs cell reselection procedure from UTRACell PCH to LTE, 24.301 clarifies in section 5.5.3.2.2, 5.5.3.3.2 that the UE locally deactivate ISR and the TAU procedure will be triggered at LTE. 

if the UE was in PMM-CONNECTED mode and the TIN indicates "RAT-related TMSI", the UE shall set the TIN to "P-TMSI" before initiating the combined tracking area updating procedure.
And when the TAU procedure is detected, Iu Release procedure will be conducted on UTRA to release the resources as specified in 23.401, section 4.3.5.6.
The UE shall deactivate ISR locally by setting its TIN to the temporary identity of the currently used RAT in following special situations:

E-UTRAN selection by a UTRAN-connected UE (e.g. when in URA_PCH to release Iu on UTRAN side); 

After receiving IU RELEASE COMMAND from the CN, RNC normally will try to release its resources w.r.t. the concerned  UE in Cell PCH state, and initiates RRC CONNECTION RELASE procedure to explicitly release RRC connection. 
But in this case, since the UE has already moved to EUTRA, if the RNC sends RRC CONNECTION RELEASE to the UE, the RNC will get no response from the UE. However, the RNC is likely to wait for the response from the UE, i.e., the RNC may delay the clearing of the resources.
Therefore, we think it would be beneficial if the RNC can understand in the first place that the Iu Release is initiated for this special purpose (e.g., UE reselect from UTRA connected state to EUTRA) so that RNC can avoid sending RRC CONNECTION RELEASE to UE and instead perform local release of radio resources (before/ after responses with IU RELEASE COMPLETE to the CN).
Proposal 1: RAN3 is asked to discuss and confirm that RNC should be allowed to execute Iu Release procedure without RRC CONNECTION RELEASE in case the UE performs cell reselection from UTRA connected mode to EUTRA
Since relocation from UTRA connected mode to EUTRA can be assumed as a successful SRNS relocation procedure, one possibility to allow RNC to differentiate the purpose of Iu Relase for this case is to re-use the cause “Successful Relocation”, which is specified in 25.413 as “the reason for the action is completion of successful relocation”.  But if there is any necessity to distinguish the procedure from the legacy SRNS procedure (e.g. from the point of OAM), other altenatives (i.e. introducing new cause or IE) can be considered. 
Proposal 2: RAN3 is asked to specify how RNC can distinguish that the Iu Release procedure may be performed without RRC CONNECTION RELEASE in case the UE performs cell reselection from UTRA connected mode to EUTRA.   

3. Approval
Proposal 1: RAN3 is asked to discuss and confirm that RNC should be allowed to execute Iu Release procedure without RRC CONNECTION RELEASE in case the UE performs cell reselection from UTRA connected mode to EUTRA
Proposal 2: RAN3 is asked to specify how RNC can distinguish that the Iu Release procedure may be performed without RRC CONNECTION RELEASE in case the UE performs cell reselection from UTRA connected mode to EUTRA.  
If the proposal above is agreed in RAN3, we would like to provide a Rel-10 CR toward next meeting.  
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
