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1. Overall Description:

RAN3 would like to kindly inform RAN2 of the progress of extending the MRO solution for the inter RAT case.
RAN3 has agreed to standardize solutions for two scenarios, defined as follows:
· a UE encounters an RLF when it has been connected to an E-UTRAN cell for a long period of time and attempts to connect to UTRAN thereafter; 
· a UE connected to UTRAN is successfully handed over to E-UTRAN, encounter an RLF shortly after this handover, and attempts to connect back to UTRAN. 
A third scenario which can be supported without protocol impact is defined as follows:

· a UE encounters HOF during a handover from UTRAN to E-UTRAN and connects back to UTRAN.
In the two scenarios with impact on the specifications, it is proposed that the UE will send an RLF report when returning to an E-UTRAN cell. RAN3 assumes that the time between the reception of the handover command and the failure will be provided in the RLF report in these two scenarios. 
In order to solve the first scenario, the network needs to know the cell in UTRAN where the UE attempts to connect after the failure. This is needed in order to identify a potential neighbouring UTRAN cell that may be unknown to the serving eNB.

In order to solve the second scenario, the network needs to know the cell in UTRAN where the UE attempts to connect after the failure. This is needed in order to distinguish this scenario from the scenario where the UE connects to another LTE cell after the failure. The network also needs to know the serving UTRAN cell before the handover, to enable sending a notification from E-UTRAN to UTRAN.
For this reason, the following extensions to the RLF report are proposed from RAN3:

· The identity of the UTRAN cell where the UE attempts to connect after the failure in LTE.

· The possibility to also report a UTRAN cell as the cell serving the UE before last successful handover.

RAN3 would also like to kindly ask RAN2 regarding the feasibility and merit of including a timer reflecting the time between the failure and the delivery of the RLF report. This would be used by the network to assess applicability of the RLF Report and to determine which mobility parameters were used in the network at the time of failure. If considered feasible and beneficial, RAN3 would like to ask RAN2 to include such timer in the RLF Report.
