Introduction
At RAN#59 the work item Public Warning System - Reset/Failure/Restart in Warning Message Delivery in LTE [1] RP-130398 was agreed. The work item contains the following ob jectives:

The work will consider/assess in particular the following possible changes:

c) MME reporting to the CBC, upon request of the CBC, in which warning area the message has been cancelled and how often the message was broadcasted;

d) capability for the CBC to stop broadcasting of all messages in an area. (e.g. when messages are still broadcasting, which should have been cancelled, but weren’t for unknown reasons);

e) eNodeB reporting to the CBC on (un-)availability of cells for broadcasting warning messages.

In this document objective “c) MME reporting to the CBC, upon request of the CBC, in which warning area the message has been cancelled and how often the message was broadcasted” is discussed.

Discussion
According to [2] the warning in an area is cancelled when the MME sends the KILL REQUEST message.
Warning in an area is cancelled if the MME has sent the KILL REQUEST message to the eNB. When the eNB receives the message it acknowledges this by returning the KILL RESPONSE message may include the the Broadcast Cancelled Area List IE.
The Broadcast Cancelled Area List IE (9.2.1.70 in [2]) contains information about in which warning areas the message has been cancelled and how often the message was broadcasted.

Observation: RAN3 specifications already support the functionality necessary to provide the information in the objective.
