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1 Introduction
The issues with use of bit map figures in 25.425 and 25.435 was discussed in [1], and it was agreed that such a move would be beneficial in improving  the readability and reducing the risk of errors with changes in these documents. However, the issue remained as to how and when to introduce such a change.
2 Discussion
The alternatives for introduction were:

a) In Rel-11 (TEI-11) with the changes agreed in RAN3#80

b) In Rel-12 (TEI-12) when substantially all the Rel-11 changes would be complete.
There is an ongoing level of changes to 25.425/435 making a blanket introduction of all figures difficult at Rel-11, and also the consideration of whether this is an essential change.
To resolve this issue and ensure no nugatory work in occurring with Rel-11 changes the following approach is proposed to be adopted.
3
Way Forward
Informational CRs showing all the changes from figures to tables in 25.425 and 25.435 will be prepared for RAN3#80 based on current Rel-11 specifications. These will act a reference for subsequent changes, and can be used by companies preparing changes for Rel-11.

New bitmaps introduced in Rel-11 will use the new format, rapporteurs will help to ensure that the format is consistent with the proposals in [1]

Changes to existing (figure based) bitmap will convert to tables using the reference tables of the informational CRs as the basis. 

Near the end of Rel-12, in the rapporteurs updates for Rel-12, the remaining unconverted figures will be converted to tables. 

3 Conclusion

This approach ensures that figures are converted to tables with minimum impact and that the most changed figures are converted first.
