1 Introduction 
This paper proposes a way forward on selecting the group 1 solution .

2 Description
Situation before the first offline discussion round
G1B: CATT, NSN, ZTE, LGE

G1C: NEC, QC

G1D: CATT, Ericsson, ALU, NEC, Mitsubishi, LGE

What happened during the first offline discussion round
Companies in G1C accepted to join the G1D

Companies both on G1B and G1D accepted to rally G1D

Some other companies consulted reported preference for G1D: Huawei, Orange, Telecom Italia
Samsung requested to be added as supporting G1B
The outcome of the first offline discussion round is as follows:

G1B: ZTE, Samsung
G1C: no more support

G1D: CATT, NSN, Ericsson, ALU, NEC, Mitsubishi, QC, LGE, Huawei, Orange, Telecom Italia
To make the final decision within group 1, a second offline discussion round took place to clarify what is intended behind on G1D at this stage of definition:
G1D: RNLid + registration with new message + X2GW(s) IP@ in eNB by TNL discovery 

Outcome of the second offline discussion round:

At this stage agreeing G1D means that:
· We agree to standardize a new message in our specifications for the registration step instead of reusing the X2 setup Request message. This new message is to be used whenever (H)eNB  wants to register. FFS for next meeting is whether the registration step is of mandatory use for (H)eNB, or whether is of optional use i.e. whether we allow the flexibility for deployments to not have always (H)eNBs register. 
· We eliminate the option to rely on a configuration of a “X2GW IP@ per target (H)eNB”  in the source (H)eNB. But whether we have configuration of one or multiple X2GW IP@s in eNB in general (but not per target (H)eNB ) and whether this would be mandatory for eNB is FFS for next meeting.
3 Conclusion and proposals
It is proposed to take into account the result of the second offline discussion round to finally agree on selecting G1D as per its current definition here-above as the group 1 solution.
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
